I am writing on behalf of the _________ museum/historical society/heritage organization to inquire about county funds collected from HB 1386, passed by the Washington State Legislature in 2005 and codified as RCW 36.22.170. As you know, Section (1)(a) of the RCW increased the surcharge from $2.00 to $5.00 for each document recorded. The legislation requires that $1.00 of the surcharge “…shall be deposited in the county general fund to be used at the discretion of the county commissioners to promote historical preservation or historical programs, which may include preservation of historic documents.” 
Our ______museum/society is seeking information regarding the fees collected by our county since the 2005 implementation of this provision. Specifically, we would appreciate receiving a summary report of the funds collected, budgeted, and expended from the $1.00 surcharge as follows:
